Alliance. The object of this compact was to uphold
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absolute monarchy and assist in suppressitig repub-
lican movements. The Holy Alliance promised to
aid Spain in subduing the revolt of her Mexican and
South American colonies. In 1823 James Monroe,
then President of the United States, in a message
to Congress, declared :— iy

The continents of North and South America are
no longer open to colonization by European powers.

If any European power attempts to interfere with
any independent American government, the United

States will consider such interference an unfriendly
act.

The United States will not meddle in European
affairs.

These principles form the essence of the Monroe
Doctrine.
